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World’s Series of 1917

After a lapse of 11 years Charles A.
Comiskey again boasts of the team that is
champion of the baseball universe. The
Chicago White Sox won the honors by
beating the New York Giants in four
games out of six in one of the most ex-
citing World's .Series ever played. The
World's Series of 1917 opened in Chicago,
and the White Sox won both games of the
first set there. The Giants took the third
and fourth on their own grounds, the
White Sox won the fifth in Chicago and
the sixth and final game in New York.

The White Sox were put to a severe
test before they won their final victory.
After taking the first two games they
were shutout in the next two, but came
back in thrilling fashion in the fifth game
overcoming through marvelous batting a
big lead gained by the Giants in the early
innings. This was the crucial game of
the Series, for the White Sox regained
the confidence that had wavered after their
two shutouts at the hands of the Giants.

The hitting and fielding of Edward Col-
ling and the pitching of Urban Faber were
two outstanding features of the Series.

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Meetings of 1917-18

Legislative moves in Organized Baseball
during the winter following the 1917 sea-
son were aimed chiefly to meet conditions
arising from the war and because of the
uncertainties of the government's possible
demands in this connection there was con-
siderable confusion and doubt in the minds
of the men at the head of baseball ad-
ministration as to what policies would be
best. One element was for facing the fu-
ture boldly, believing the 1918 season would
not be adversely affected by war condi-
tions, while another considerable party of
magnates advocated wvarious measures of
retrenchment, some of which would have
been quite radieal.

That an agreement might be reached on
a general policy the American and Nationai
Leagues held a joint conference in Chica-
go late in December, following the regu-
lar annual meetings of the two leagues.
Speaking generally, the retrenchment ad-
vocates were routed in this joint con-
ference. The result of the conference was
a decision to continue the 154-game play-
ing season for 1918, instead of shortening
it to 140 games as the economists ad-
vocated.

However it was the consensus of opin-
fon that playvers' salaries should be fixed
on a more conservative basis, that train-
ing trips should be shortened and eclubs
which could do so without injuring their
{)Iaying strength should reduce the num-
her of players carried. The National
League, which had proposed a player limit
of 18 men as a maximum failed to con-
vince the American of the necessity for
this. The American voted to retain Its
player limit of 25 men during the play-
ing season and the National thereupon
decided to abide by its lmit of 22 men.
Later the American announced that It
would not enforce even the 26-player maxi-
mum, because of the embarrassment of
some clubs through loss of players to the

Army. -
The problem of arranging for collection
of the government war tax on admissions
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to ball games was so puzzllng that It
was not settled until the February meet-
lnFs of the leagues in New York, when a
joint committee that had conferred with
Internal revenue officials announced a plan
that was adopted. This plan provided for
collection of an even sum as a war tax
on all classes of admissions, resulting In
an increase to the fan of five cents on 25-
cent seats and ten cents on 7b-cent seats.

In adoption of playing schedules an ef-
fort was made to reduce mileage of clubs
as much as possible and as part of this
plan the novelty of scheduling a number
of double headers was adopted. There
will be elght such regularly scheduled
doubled headers in the National League
and four of them in the American.

An entirely new plan of distributing the
players' part of . the World's Serles purse
for the 1918 Serles was adopted. By this
plan the teams that finish in the first divi-
sion in each major league will share in the
receipts according to the way they stand
in the race. The players’ purses of vari-
ous city fall series will be inciuded in this
“pot” for division.

The National League at its December
meeting re-elected John Kinley Tener for a
one-year term as acting president. An
arrangement was made under which Mr.
Tener, now connected with a road build-
ing corporation in New York, should be
required to give only such time ag he eould
spare to baseball affairs and Secretary
John Heydler will be the active head of
the league during the season.

During the winter the National Commis-
sion, the high court of baseball, announced
a revision of the National Agreement,
which is the constitution under which Or-
ganized Baseball operates. The chief
change in this was a provision for forma-
tion of a new court to pass upon disputes
in which major and minor clubs are in-
volved. Under the new plan the secre-
tary of the National Association (minors’
separate organization) and the president
of the minor league interested shall sit
with the members of the Commission in
hearing major-minor disputes.

This concession to the minors followed
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the refusal of the Commission to agree
to the minors' proposal for creation of an
appeal board of five members to pass up-
on decisions of the Commission in which
minor claims were involved. Announce-
ment of the counter proposal of the Com-
mission was made at the National Asso-
clation’s annual meeting held in Louisville
in November and was accepted by the
minors.

The Louisville convention of the minors,
while accomplishing nothing of moment,
was nevertheless a stormy one, there be-
ing a warm preliminary fight over a propo-
sition to merge four cities from the Amer-
iean Assocliation with four from the In-
ternational to form a new Class AA league
to be known as the ‘“Continental.” Five
Association clubs voted against the plan
and the minors in convention thereupon re-
fused to give the proposal consideration.

The result wasg that the International,
thus failing to save itself from conditions
which were so bad as to be considered
hopeless, at later meetings held in New
York decided to suspend operations for
the coming season.

Reports to the National Association
meeting showed the minor field to be In
bad shape. One-half of the 22 leagues that
had planned to start the 1917 sea=son were
unable to finish and several of those that
did pull through were able to do so only
by shifting clubs or reduecing circuit mem-
bership.

Various proposals made during the win-
ter for conferences looking to rehabilitation
of crippled leagues came to naught and
the outlook at the opening of the 1918
season was that not more than ten minor
leagues, probably less, would be in opera-
tion the coming year.

Stolen Base Record for Single Game

The record for stolen bases In a single game
was made by Willlam R. Hamilton, of Phil-
adelphla against St. Louls, September 1, 1894,
and George Gore, of Chicago against Provl-
dence, June 25, 1881. Each stole seven bases
in a single game., Edward Towbridge Collins
twice stole six bases In the Amerlcan League,
but. of course Ip different games.
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Inter-League Series

Though the National League had to take
another wallop in the World's Series, the
seventh in the last eight played, the Na-
tional League made its best post-season
showing against the American in years.
Only two city series were played. Christy
Mathewson's Cincinnati Reds defeated the
Cleveland Indians in six games, and the
St. Louls Cardinals, managed by Miller
Huggins, won from the Browns for the St.
Louis fall championship. On the two post-
season series and the World's Series the
National League scored ten victories
against elght for the American.

The ~Cincinnati team, which finished
fourth in its league, easlily defeated the
Cleveland Club, which finished third in the
league. The first three games were vie-
tories for Cineinnati; Cleveland won the
fourth and fifth games and lost the sixth.

The games were inter-
esting and bitterly contested, featured by
the wonderful piteching of Grover Lowder-
milk, who shut out his opponents for ‘19
consecutive innings.

In order to correctly score a game, the
players must be numbered according to
their positions, as follows: 1, pitcher; 2,
ecatcher; 3, first baseman; 4, second base-
man; 5, third baseman; 6, shortstop; T,
left fielder; 8, center fielder; 9, right fielder.

Hits may be indicated by a mark 1, which
may be placed in the small box, set aside
for the player in that particular inning, in-
dicating in' which direction the hit was
made. If it was a two-base hit, there can
be two horizontal lines drawn through the
perpendicular line, three bagger, three lines,
or a home run, a square may be made.

A sacrifice fly may be indicated by SH, or
sacrifice bunt, B. When an error is made,
indicate the player making it by his num-
ber; for instance, if the shortstop made an

error, this can be shown as K6, or if the .

shortstop fumbled, make it EF6. When the
batter flies out, indicate it with an F, with
the player making the catch, if it was a
center flelder, show F8, A base on balls 1g
indicated by BB, and a strikeout K. A
stolen base should be indieated by SBE, or a
passed ball PB. Always mark a foul,
whether catch or muff, X. A wild pitch
should be marked WP, and a double play
DP, which can be indicated by the players
participating as follows: 6-4-3. This indi-
cates that the batter hit to the shortstop
who threw to the second baseman, catch-
ing the runner at second, and then the sec-
ond baseman throwing to first in time to
head off the runner. An assist is given to
the shortstop, an out and an assist to the
second baseman, and a putout to the first-
baseman. -

When a play is made unassisted, indicate
with an U, just before the number of the
player, the one who made it, but this only
applies to infielders.

SCORING HINTS.

At bat means when -a player is given a
fair chance to hit a ball, and is not given
a base on balls, hit by pitched ball or sac-
rifives.

A fielder's choice is scored when a fielder
has two plays before him and elects to
malke one of them and retiring a man. This
is shown in the score by FC.

A “Texas leaguer' takes no place in the
scoring rules. It is simply a popular term
arplied to safe hits just beyond the infield,
but too close for any of the outfielders to
eatch.

‘Whenever a ball is handled properly by
assisting flelder, and man to whom ball is
thrown drops it, when ball should have
been held, glve assist to player making
throw, and error to man dropping ball.

A sacrifice fly is scored with a runner
on third, and one out. If a ball is hit to
the outfield and a runner scores in conse-
quence, the fly Is credited as a sacrifice,
%nd the batter does not receive a turn at

at.
Credit hits when balls are hit terrifically
hard and it is impossible for fielder to get
both hands on ball. When it appears that
a reasonable amount of effort has been
made to handle a ball, and it has been im-
possible to make play on it give runner a
hit, Always give batter benefit of doubt.

Catcher gets assist and first baseman
putout on strikeout when third strike is
dropped, but pitcher is credited with strike-
out in summary. On strikeouts, catcher is
credited with putout.

The “Cincinnati base hit” is no more, but
in its time caused a great deal of discus-
sion. It was so called because it was not
known what to give a man, who did not
make a clean hit, but got on base, and
safely advanced the man ahead of him.
The scoring of this so-called "hit"” was
abolished by the Baseball Writers' Associa-
tion several years ago.

Season Without a Defeat.
In 1869, Cincinnat! Red Stockings went through
the season without losing a game,
