John Anthony Brown, Jr., was formally in­
augurated as the fifteenth president of Lindenwood 
College on October 20, 1966. 

Following the presentation of th e president­
elect by Dr. F . L. '1:cClue r, President e meritus , Dr. 
Brown was installed in offi ce by John M. Black, 
President of th e Board of Directors of Lindenwood 
College. 

Dr. Calvin Darlington Linton, dean of the 
Columbian College of Arts and Scie nces at the 
George Washington Unive rsity, was the principal 
speaker of the afternoon.
