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CONSTITUTION

OF THE

NORTH-WESTERN LEAGUE

OF

PROFESSIONAL BASE BALL CLUBS,

ARTICLE 1.—NAME.

This Association shall be called “ THE wName
NORTH-WESTERN LEAGUE.”

ARTICLE IL.—OBJiECTS.
The objects of this League are :

1st. To encourage, foster and elevate the Objects.
game of base ball; to enact and enforce pro-
per rules for the exhibition and conduct of
the game, and to make base ball playing re-
spectable and honorable.

2d. To protect and promote the mutual in-
terests of professional base ball clubs and
professional base ball players; and

3d. To establish and regulate the base ball
championship of the North- West.

ARTICLE III.—MEMBERSHIP.

1. This League shall consist of the follow- e
ing named professional Base Ball Clubs, ‘Isl’l’,?;e’"
namely : ¢ Davenport,” of Davenport, Towa :
“ Rockford,” of Rockford, T11.; + Omaha,” of
Omaha, Neb.; “Dubugque,” of Dubuque, Io-

Wwa: and such other professional base ball

clubs as'may from time to time be elected to
1membership, under the following rules, name-
y:

2. No club shall be admitted from either of

the cities above named other than the clubs

mentioned, except in the event that either of

such clubs shall lose its membership, and in
2
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no event shall there be more than one club
from any city.

3. No club shall be admitted unless it shall
first have delivered to the Secretary of the
League, at least five days before the annual
meeting, a written application for member-
ship, signed by its President and Secretary,
accompanied by-documents showing that such
club bears the name of the city in which it-is
located, and that it is regularly organized and
officered, and (where the State law permits it)
echartered. Such application shall at once be
transmitted by the Secretary to the President
of the League, who shall forthwith refer it to
a committee of three members of the Board
of Directors, appeinted by him, who shall
immediately investigate and report upon said
application, said report to be communicated
to the League through the Seeretary.

4. The voting shall be by ballot; two neg-
ative vote shall be sufficient to exclude the ap-
plicant; and no club shall be required, under
any circumstances, to state how it voted upon
such application. Such election shall take
place at the annual meeting of the League ;
provided, that should any eligible club desire
to join the League after the adjournment of
the annual meeting, and before May 1st fol-
lowing, it may make applieation in writing to
the Secretary of the League, who shall at
once communicate such applieation, together
with any facts in his possession, concerning
such applicant, to the President of the League,
who shall refer it to a special committee of
the Board as provided in section three of this
article, and upon receipt by the Secretary of
the report of said cominittee, he shall trans-
mit such application and report to all League
elubs, each of whom shall within ten days
transmit one written ballot for or against the
admission of such applicant to the Secretary,
and if two adverse ballots be not cast. themw
the Secretary shall, upon receipt of the annu-
al dues, notify such club of its election.

.
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ARTICLE IV.—OFFICERS.

SECTION 1. At its annual meeting, the
League shall elect a President by ballot. The
President shall be ex-officio chairman of the
Board of Directors. He shall preside at all
meetings of the League, and shall call special
meetings of the LLeague when he may deem
it necessary, or when thereto requested by
half of the clubs of the League.

SEc. 2. The affairs of this League shall be
conducted and controlled by one director from
each club, who shall constitute “The Board,”
and who shall be chosen at the annual meet-
ing.

SEc. 3. The Board shall also elect a gentle-
man of intelligence, honesty and good repute,
who is versed in base ball matters, but who is
not, in any manner, connected with the press,
and who is not a member of any professional
base ball c¢lub either in or out of the League,
to be the Secretary of the Board and of the

. League. :

The Secretary shall be the Treasurer of the
fL.eague, and as such shall be the custodian
of all the funds of the League, receive all
dues, fees and assessments, make such pay-
ments as may be ordered by the Board, or by
vote of the League. and render annually a re-
port of his accounts.

He shall have the custody and care of the
official records and papers of the League;
shall keep a true record of all meetings of the
League and the Board ; shall issue all official
notices and attend to the necessary corres-
pondence ; he shall prepare and furnish such
veports as may be called for by the Board, and
shall be entitled to such books, stationery,
blanks and materials as the actual duties of
his office may require.

He shall receive such salary as the League,
by vote, shall determine, and shall be reim-
bursed for all traveling expenses actually in-

eurred by him in the service of the League:
and the Board may exact from him such guar-

SEC. 4. In any case subject to the provis-
ions of sections 2 or 8 of this article, the elub
not in default shall at once notify the Secre-
tary of the League by writing or telegraph of
the default of the other club, stating the par-
ticulars of such default, and upon the receipt
of such notice the Secretary shall at once
notify all l.eague clubs, and the elub in de-
fault, of the forfeiture of membership of such
club, stating in such notice the nature of the
default, and referring to the section of this
article under which such forfeiture of mem-
bership was incurred.

SEC. 5. Any player, under contract with a
League club, who shall, without the written
consent of such club, leave its service, or who
shall be proven guilty of offering, agreeing.
conspiring, or attempting to lose any game of
ball, or of being idterested in any pool or
wager thereon, or of any dishonorable or dis-
reputable conduect, shall be at once expelled
by such club.

SEC. 6. Every club member of this League
shall have exclusive control of the city in
which it is located, and of the territory sur-
rounding such city to the extent of five miles
in every direction, and no visiting league
club shall, under any circumstances—not even
with the consent of the local League club,
until all League championship games on that
ground shall have been finished — be allowed
to play any club in such territory other than

" the League club therein located.

Every member of this League shall have
the privilege of playing any other base ball
club, provided they are entitled to play under
the rules of this Association, or the rules of

the National League.

Suc. 7. The players and managers employed
y the clubs. belonging to this League shall

be considered and treated as members hereof
to the extent of always being amenable to the
provisions of this Constitution, and entitled
all its privileges in matters of dispute, griev-
ance or discipline, as provided in this Consti-
tution. :

SEC. 8. No game of ball shall be played be-
tween a League club and any other club em-
ploying or presenting in its nine a player ex-
pelled from the I.eague. Nor shall any Lieague
club play any club that has, at any time dur-
ing the same playing season, played a game
of ball with any other club employing or pre-
senting in its nine any player expelled from
the League.

ARTICLE VI.—DUES AND ASSESSMENTS.

SECTION 1. Every club shall pay to the Sec-
retary of the League, on or before May 1st
of each year, the sum of ten dollars for the
purpose of purchasing a suitable banner to be
presented to the champion club at the end of
the championship season ; and any club fail-
ing to pay said sum by such time shall thereby
forfeit its membership in the League, and the
Secretary of the League shall notify all
League clubs of such forfeiture of member-
ship, by telegraph on said first day of May,
and all other lLeague clubs must and shall,
under penalty of the forfeiture of their mem-
bership in the League, abstain from playing
any such club until it shall have been rein-
stated or retlected to membership.

ARTICLE VII.—FORFEITING MEMBERSHIP.

The membership of any club belonging to
this League shall be forfeited under the fol-
lowing circumstances, namely :

1st. By voluntary withdrawal or disband-
ment.

2d. By failing or refusing to comply with
any lawful requirement or order of the Board.

3d. By wilfully violating any provision of
this Constitution, or the Playing Rules adopted

No club shall be allowed to contract with a
player of any member of this League until
the first day of October, 1879.

No formal words of contract shall be re-
quired. It shall be sufficient if the contract
be made in writing, be dated, specify the time,
indicate the service, and be signed by the
player and some officer or recognized agent of
the club, and one witness.

SEC. 2. Tt shall be the duty of a club, as soon
as it shall have entered into a contract with a
player, to file a notification of the same, stat-
ing therein that the provisions of section 1 of
this article have been complied with, and
signed by the club and the player, with the
Secretary of the League, who shail endorse
thereon the date of its reception, and forth-
with notify every other League club of such
contract, and no contraet shall be valid until
the receipt of such notice by the Secretary.

SEC. 3. Whenever a club releases a player
from his contract or expels him, that elub
shall at once notify the Secretary of the
League in writing, stating, in case of expul-
sion, the cause thereof, and the Secretary
shall forthwith notify all the other clubs.

A player who has been released from his

any other club twenty days thereafter.

No player who has been expelled from any
League club shall, at any time thereafter, be
allowed to play with any League club (either
the one expelling him or any other) unless,
upon his appeal to the Board, such expulsion
shall have been set aside.

SEC. 6. A club shall be entitled to forfeit,
games—to count in its series as games won by™
a score of nine runs to none—in cases where
the umpire in any championship game shall
award the game to such club on account of
the violation by the contesting club of any
playing rule of this League.

SEC. 7. Drawn, tie and postponed games
shall not count in the series in favor of either
contestant, but may be played off if sufficient
time exists before the. close of the season.

SEC. 8. The club which shall have won the
greatest number of games in the champion-
ship series shall be declared the champion
club of the North-West for the season in
which such games were played. Intheevent
that two ov more clubs shall have won the
same number of games, then the club which
shall have lost the smallest number shall be
declared the champion.

The emblem of the championship shall be
a pennant (of the national colors), to cost not
less that forty dollars. It shall be inscribed
with the motto, ‘“Champion Base Ball Club of
the North-West,”” with the name of the club
and the year in which the title was won ; and
the champion club shall be entitled to fly the
pennant until the close of the ensuing season.

SEc. 9. The championship shall be decided
in the following manner, namely :

Within twenty-four hours after every match
game played for the’ championsaip, the home
club shall prepare and forward to the Secre-
tary of the League, a statement containing
the full score of the game, according to the
system specified in the “Playing Rules,” the
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date, place where played and the names of
the clubs and umpire: Povided, That no tie
or drawn game shall be considered “a game”’
for any purpose, nor shall the score thereof be
forwarded to the Secretary.

At the close of the season the Secretary
shall prepare a tabular statement of the games

won and lost by each club, according to the

statements sent him (which statements shail
be the sole evidence in the matter), and sub-
mit the same, with the statements so sent
him, to the Board, who shall make the award
in writing, and report the same to the League
at its annual meeting. In making the award
the Board shall consider :

1st. The tabular statement of the Secretary.

2d. Forfeited games. '

3d. Games participated in by clubs which
have withdrawn, disbanded or forfeited their
membership without completing their cham-
pionship series with all other League clubs;
such games shall be counted to the following
extent, namely: The Board shall _ascertmn
the least number of championship games
played by such club with any club remaining
in the League, and shall, from the first games
participated in during the championship sea-
son, by such retired club, count in the series
of each League club a similar number of
games, and all other games participated in by
such retired club shall not be counted in the
championship series : Provided, That if such
retired club shall have failed to play at least
one championship game with every League
club, all games participated in by it shall be
thrown out entirely.
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SPECIAL CLUB RULES
FOR 1879.

The parties hereto agree that during the
ball-playing season of 1879, in eonsideration
of the advantages to each of a uniform busi-
ness system, each club subseribing hereto shall
pay to every other cleb subscribing hereto,
for each championship game of ball in which
such other club shall, as ‘“visiting elub” con-
test against it upon its own grounds, the sum
of ten (10) cents for each and every person
admitted to such grounds to witness such
game, or any part thereof, or admitted to such
grounds for any other purpose, prior to such
game or the hour appointed therefor, except-
ing only the playérs of the contesting clubs,
policemen in uniform, and ten (10) other per-
sons. We further agree that, for the purposes
of this agreement, it shall be sufficient for the
visiting club to present its nine upon the
grounds at the hour appointed, and prepared
to play the game, in the absence of rain.

The number of persons admitted to the
grounds shall be determined by the number
of tickets placed in the box. Each and every
person must present a ticket, which shall be
placed in the box. The ticket box of the
home club shall be delivered to the agent of
the visiting club before the opening of the
grounds for each game, and such agent of the
vigiting club shall have the right to keep said
box in his possession until settlement with
the home club. We further agree that we
will pay for the services of the umpire two
dollars ($2.00) per game, the visiting elub to
pay such fee and all the expenses incurred in
securing the attendance of such umpire.

FIELD RULES.

No person shall be allowed upon any part
of the field during the progress of the game,
in addition to those the nine players on each
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side and the umpire, excepting such officers
of the law as may be present to preserve the
peace. .

Players in uniform shall not be permitted
to seat themselves among the spectators.

The umpire is the sole judge of play, and is
entitled to the respect of the spectators, and
any person hissing or hooting at, or offering
any insuit or indignity to him, must be
. promptly ejected from thegrounds.

Every club shall furnish sufficient police
force upon its own grounds to preserve order,
and in the event of a crowd entering the field
during the progress of a game and interfering
with the play in any manner, the visiting club
may refuse to play further until the field be
cleared; and if the ground be not cleared
within fifteen minutes thereafter, the visiting
club may claim, and shall be entitled, to the
game by a score of nine runs to none, no mat-
ter what number of innings have been played.
