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To cul turally enrich the St. Louis Metropolitan Area through the arts whi le providing 
an environment for the flne and performing arts students of Llndenwood University 
to develop through the implementation of an integrative liberal arts curriculum 
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Lindenwood's J. Scheidegger Center for the Aris opened in the fal l of 2008 with two 
sold-out performances by legendary star Liza Minnel li a nd has been entertaining 
the St. Louis region ever since.

Bezemes Fomlly Theater os Hal Holbrook, Ed Asner, Debby Boone, Marvin Hamlisch, 
ond Debbie Reynolds, as well as national tours of CATS, Jesus Chris/ Superstar, 
Legally Blonde, Annie, and the Russian National Ballet, the J. Scheidegger Center for 
the arts provides on unpara lleled experience in the arts and entertainment. 

Home to Lindenwood University's School of Fine and Performing Arts, the J. Scheidegger 
Center for the Arts features regula r performances and exhibits by students in the 

theatre, dance, art, fashion, technical theatre, and music departments. Venues include 
the Broadway-sty le Bezemes Family Theater, the Emerson Black Box Theater, and 
the Boyle Family Gallery. Also included ore two dance studios, o costume shop, the 
Charter Communications High-Definition Television Studio, several piano studios ond 

private music rooms, separate chora l and orchestra halls, and many other amenities 
for the students and community. 
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Programs ava ilable to the St. Louis Met ropolitan Area include the Bezemes Family 
Theater Main Stage Season, University Theatre Deparment productions, music and 
dance concerts, art exhibits, and fashion shows. 

Degrees are offered in a variety of areas of interest within the fine and performing 
arts and ore available to both undergraduate and graduate students. 

For the 201 1- 201 2 academic year, over $660,000 in scholarship old was awarded 
to flne and performing arts majors.
