




































































40 PLAYING RULES OF THE NATIONAL LEAGUE.

FIELDING.

Sec. 5. The number of opponents put out by each
player shall be set down in the fifth column. Where a
striker is given out by the umpire for a foul strike or be-
cause he struck out of his turn, the put out shall be
scored to the catcher.

Sec. 6. The number of times a player assists shall be
set down in the sixth column. An assist should be given
to each player who handles the ball in a run-out or other
play of the kind.

An assist should be given to the pitcher when a bats-
man fails to hit the ball on the third strike.

An assist should be given to the pitcher in each case
where the batsman is declared out for making a foul
strike or striking out of turn.

An assist should be given to a player who makes a
play in time to put a runner out, even if the player who
should complete the play fails, through no fault of the
player assisting.

An assist should not be given to a player who muffs
the ball, or allows it to bound off his body toward a
player who then assists or puts out a player.

And, generally, an assist should be given to each player
who handles the ball from the time it leaves the bat until
it reaches the player who makes the put-out, or in case
of a thrown ball, to each player who throws or handles it
cleanly, and in such way that a put out results, or would
result if no error were made by the receiver.

Sec. 7. An error should be given for each mis-play,
which allows the striker or base-runner to make one or
more bases, when perfect play would have insured his
being put out. In scoring errors off batted balls, see
Sec. 3 of this Article.

MEETING

OF THE

DIRECTORS OF THE NATIONAL LEAGUE

PROFESSIONAL BASE BALL CLUBS,

HELD AT THE

Kenaard House, Cleveland, Ohio, Thursday, Dec. 7th, A. D, 1876,

Present—Messrs. Cuase, Fowvre, Fgrcuson and
APOLLONIO.

The President being absent, Mr. Cuase was chosen
President pro tem. On the motion of Mr. Fowtg, the
Board proceeded to business.

The Secretary submitted a tabular statement of games
won and lost by each of the contesting League Clubs
during the season of 1876, showing the Chicago Club
to have won the championship. Mr. Fowre moved
that the games remaining unplayed by the Athletic and
Mutual clubs be declared forfeited by a score of nine runs
to none, and that the Secretary’s report be so amended
as to include the same. Lost. The Secretary’s report
was then adopted, Mr. Fowre voting in the negative.
Mr. J. A. Devux~ presented an appeal in writing, ask-
ing his release from the Lowisville Club, claiming that
the club had failed to comply with the conditions of his
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contract. Mr. Cuase presented a counter statement.
On motion of Mr. ArorLroNio, Mr. DeviIN was
granted leave to withdraw his appeal. Mr. FercusoN
presented written charges against Mr. Boxp, and asked
his expulsion. The Chair ruled that the charges could
not be entertained. A communication was received
from the four Western clubs, recommending that the
Athletic and Mutual clubs be declared as having for-
feited their membership in the League on account of
their failure to play games due to the said clubs. Mr.
TuompsoN, having been sent for, acknowledged the facts,
as stated, to be true, and requested that he be heard
before the League.

On motion of Mr. Fowre the following resolution
was adopted:

“Resolved, That the Athletic Base Ball Club, of
Philadelphia, Pa., and the Mutual Base Ball Club, of
Brooklyn, N. Y., have forfeited their membership in this
League.”

Mr. AvrorroNio moved that the request of Mr.
TroMPsON, in being heard before the League, be granted.
Carried. A communication was received from Messrs.
AxsoN, Barrin and Brabiey, asking their release
from engagements with the Athletic Base Ball Club for
reasons stated. The Board decided that they had no
jurisdiction, and directed the Secretary to present the
same to the League.

The report of the Secretary and Treasurer was pre-
sented, and, on motion, it was accepted and ordered placed
on file. On motion, the Board adjourned to meet on
the following day, at ten o’clock A. M., or at the call of
the Chairman.

THaurspAaY, Dec. 7, A. D. 1876.

Board met at 11 o’clock A. M. Present—Messrs.
Cuase, Fowie, AvrorLroNnio and Fercusox. On
motion of Mr. Fowie, the action of the Board in rela-
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tion to the communication of Messrs. ANsoN, BarmiN
and Braprey was reconsidered. Without further
action, the communication was again referred to the
League. No further business appearing, on motion ad-
journed.

ANNUAL MEETING

Kennard House, Cleveland, Ohio, Tharsday, Dec. 7th, A. D. 1876.

12:30 P. M. The meeting was called to order by Mr.
C. E. Chase, President pro tem. The following gentle-
men present their credentials:

N. T. Apollonio and Harry Wright, representing the
Boston B. B. C.; C. E. Chase and C. W. Johnstone,
representing the Louisville B. B. C.; W. A. Hulbert,
and A. G. Mills, representing the Chicago B. B. C.;
Robert Ferguson, representing the Hartford B. B. C.;
Chas. A. Fowle, representing the St. Louis B. B. C.;
J. L. Keck, representing the Cincinnati B. B. C.;
George W. Thompson, representing the Athletic B. B. C.

The President being absent, Mr. Apollonio was chosen
President pro tem. Mr. Hulbert moved that the follow-
ing be the order of business. Carried.

1st. Reading minutes of last meeting.

2d. Report of Secretary.

3d. Report of Board of Directors.

4th. Miscellaneous business.

5th. Amendments of constitution.

6th. Amendments of playing rules.
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7th. Election of new members.
8th. Election of officers.
9th. Adjournment.

On motion, the reading of the minutes of the last
meeting was dispensed with. The Board of Directors
submitted their report. On motion of Mr. Mills, the
report was received. Mr. Keck moved that Mr. Thomp-
son be heard in defense of his club. Mr. Thompson
submitted a written statement in defense. Mr. Mills
called for the reading of the communication from the four
Western clubs and moved the adoption of the resolution
therein recommended. Carried. Mr. Wright moved
that when the vote upon expulsion is taken, it be by
yeas and nays. Carried. Mr. Keck offered the following:

Whereas, the League having adopted the resolution of
the Board of Directors of 1876, as follows: Resolved,
that the Athletic Base Ball Club of Philadelphia, Pa.,
and the Mutual Base Ball Club of Brookyn, N. Y., have
forfeited their membership in this League; therefore.

Be it resolved, that, in accordance with the adoption of
said resolution, the Athletic Base Ball Club of Philadel-
phia, Pa., and the Mutual Base Ball Club of Brooklyn,
N. Y., be and the same are hereby, expelled from this
League. Upon the roll being called the vote of every
club was recorded in the affirmative.

The communication of Messrs. Anson, Battin and
Bradley was read, and, on motion, it was laid on the table.

Mr. Ferguson called for the reading of charges pre-
ferred by him against Mr. Bond. The Chair ruled that
the communication could not be received. Mr. Kech
appealed from the decision of the Chair. The Chair was
sustained. The meeting next proceeded to consider pro-
posed amendments to the Constitution, which, as amend-
ed, were adopted as follows: (See Constitution.)

On motion, a proposition made by Mr. L. H. Mahn,
of Boston, Mass., to furnish a uniform ball for the use
of the League, was accepted, the object being to secure
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a uniform ball as per sample selected. On motion, it
was ordered that the Secretary shall inspect and stamp
all balls to be furnished to the League Clubs.

Pending the consideration of amendments to the play-
ing rules, the meeting adjourned to meet on the follow-
ing day at 9:30 A. M.

Frinay, Dec. 8, A. D. 1876.

Meeting called to order at 10:20 A. M., and resumed
the consideration of amendments to the playing rules,
which, as amended, were adopted as follows: (See Rules.)

The following resolution was adopted:

Resolved, That on and after March 15,1877, no League
Club shall employ or play in its nine any player to whose
services any other club of good standing, either in or
out of the League, is entitled by legal contract.”

On motion, It was Resolved, that the publication of the
“Official Book” be left in the hands of the Secretary.

Mr. Ferguson moved that 'when we adjourn, it be to
meet at the Kennard House, Cleveland, Ohio, at the time
called for in the Constitution. Carried.

On motion, a vote of thanks was tendered to the pro-
prietor of the Kennard House, for kind and courteous
treatment received, and facilities extended the League
during its session.

Mr. Keck offered the following resolution:

“Resolved, That Messrs. Hulbert and Wright be ap-
pointed a committee on schedule, and they are hereby au-
thorized as follows: Mr. Hulbert to submit the Western
schedule, and Mr. Wright the Eastern. Both shall
arrange and submit a schedule for games between the
East and West. They shall submit the same to all clubs
directly interested, who shall endorse their approval or
disapproval and forward the same to the Secretary of
the League. If a majority agree, the Secretary to notify
each club of said agreement. If the majority should
disagree, the committee shall submit an amended schedule
to be agreed to as before.”
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Mr. Fowle offered the following resolution, which was
adopted:

Resolved, That the League desires to express to
to Mr. Young, Secretary of the League, its high appre-
ciation of the faithful and efficient manner in which he
has discharged the duties of his office during the initial
year of the League.

In the selection of Umpires, it was agreed that each
club shall, prior to March 1st, of each year, send to the
Secretary the names of not less than five persons of good
repute and who are competent to act, and residents of
the city or immediate vicinity where the club is located.
The lists of persons so submitted shall be, by the Secre-
tary, transmitted to every club—except the club propos-
ing same—and the three persons on each list receiving
the greatest number of approvals shall be the persons
selected to act under the provisions of Sec. 1, Rule VII,
of Playing Rules in their respective districts.

The meeting next proceeded to select a Board of
Directors, with the following result:

C. E. Chase, Louisville B. B. Club.

M. G. Bulkeley, Hartford B. B. Club.

W. A. Hulbert, Chicago B. B. Club.

Charles A. Fowle, St. Louis B. B. Club.

Mr. Hulbert nominated Mr. Apollonio for President
of the League, but Mr. A. declined the honor, where-
upon Mr. W. A. Hulbert was unanimously elected.

On motion of Mr. Chase, Mr. N. E. Young was re-
elected Secretary, and his salary fixed at five hundred
dollars ($500) per annum.

No further business appearing, on motion, adjourned
to meet at the Kennard House, Cleveland, Ohio, on
Wednesday, December 5, A. D. 1877 at 12 o’clock noon,
unless sooner convened by order of the President.

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SPECIAL CLUB RULES FOR 1877.

The parties hereto agree that, during the ball playing
season of 1877, in consideration of the advantages to each
of a uniform system of club rules, and of division of gate
receipts, each club subscribing hereto, shall pay to
every other club subscribing hereto, for each cham-
pionship game of ball in which such other club shall,
as ‘visiting club,” contest against it upon its own
grounds, the sum of fifteen (15) cents for each and
every person admitted to such grounds to witness such
game, or any part thereof, or admitted to such grounds
for any other purpose, prior to such game, and remain-
ing after its commencement, excepting only players of
the contesting clubs, policemen in uniform, and ten (10)
other persons. We further agree that for the purpose
of this agreement, a “game” shall be that in which one
full inning shall be played by the contesting clubs, in
accordance with the playing rules of the League. The
number of persons admitted to the grounds shall be de-
termined by the use of the necessary number of self-regis-
tering turnstiles, the keys of which shall be delivered to the
agent of the visiting club before the opening of the grounds
for each game, and such agent of the visiting club shall also
have the right to affix a seal to the register or box of such
turnstile. We further agree that we will pay for the ser-
vices of the umpire a sum not exceeding five dollars ($5)
per game; the home club to pay same, and if extra expense
be incurred in securing the attendance of such umpire,
the conteésting clubs shall equally divide said extra ex-
pense.

We further agree, and do hereby notify all players
now under contract, or that may hereafter contract with
either club subscribing hereto, that each player must pay
thirty dollars ($30) for the uniform furnished him by
the club for the season of 1877, and must, at his own
expense, keep the same clean and in good repair, and
that, while absent with his club upon a tour or tours,
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during the season of 1877, the sum of fifty cents per day
will be deducted from his pay. And we further agree
that we will not engage or play any player that may be
rt'aleased by any club subscribing hereto, on account of
disagreement between such player and his club, growing
out of any stipulation of this agreement. "
