MISSION LEAGUE OF CALIFORNIA 
.. H tcr a lapse of three yenrs, the Mission League in California was reor­

gau_1zed in 1920 with .-ix clubs- San Jose, Hollister, Gilroy, Watsonville, 
Sahnas and Monterey. Al though not a member of th e National Association, 
the ~Iission League worked jn co-operation with the Pacific Coast League. At 
the beginning of the srason a rule was adopted that no pla.rer unde r con­
tract, or suspe11dctl by nny club jn organized ball, was eligible to play in the 
league. '!.'his rule was the cause of the league being r eorganized July 10. 
'('hP Salinas club had signed Frank Juney of the Portland club of the Pacific 
1 oast League. Juney was ruled jneligible and the Salinas clu b withdrew 
fro1_1~ the league. King City taking its place. 

(,1l roy won the first half season and Hollister the second half. A post­
•Pnson series of fh·e gn mes was played for the 'championship, llollister win­
nln r: l h re,• games and Gilroy two. JiollistPr won each of the three games by 
011 <' run n1uJ e-a<"h in the laE-:t inning-.
