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End of the Frafernity

HE Winter and Spring of 1916-17 witnessed the passing of the

I Base Ball Players' Fraternity as a militant factor in base ball
The Fraternity has a membership of more than 1,200 ball players,
about one-fourth of whom belong to the major leagues. The others are
members of Class AA and Class A minor leagues. Most of the players
pledged themselves last Summer not to siin contracts for the comin
season until Organized Ball had granted the major leaguérs their ful
salary during periods of disability and the minor leaguers their
expenses to the Spring training camps. The National Commission
granted the concession asked by the major leaguers in their new con-

tract, but the requests of the minor leaguers were turned down by the |

National Association. The National Board, which heard the requests
for the minors, refused to recognize the Fraternity and ignored it
completely, not even sending the organization a copy of its finding.

MANY REFUSED TO SIGN

Barly in the new year, when the clubs started to send out their
contracts, Fultz sent out a notice to all the members who had signed
the pledge not to pay any attention to the contracts or to send them
back unsigned. This was practically calling a strike, and after that
time the war was on and many of the players refused to sign. Sev-
eral unexpected happenings have had the effect of hastening the end of
the strike. The granting of the major leaguers’ demands left them
without any grievance whatever, and the only reason for holding out,
the Fraternity claimed, was to enforce the recognition of the minor
leaguers. The club owners have maintained from the first, however,
that the reason for the strike was to prevent a reduction of the high
salaries which were paid during the Federal League war.

ANOTHER HARD BLOW

The failure of the Fraternity's attempt to affiliate itself with the
American Federation of Labor was another blow to the organization,
because the players believed that this action would bring them the
sympathy of the ranks of organized labor. The seriousness of inter-
national affairs has threatened not only to reduce the ranks of the
clubs, but also to kill off much interest in the game, and this sudden
turn of events also affected the situation.

THE END OF IT

There is good reason to believe that many of the pledged players
secretly signed with their respective clubs. So great did this defection
become that when the National League and American League held
their Spring meeting the failure of the strike became a foregone con-
clusion, and President Fultz pregared to call off the strike. He de-
layed too long, however, as the National League quickly, on the first
day of the Spring meeting, passed a resolution withdrawing recogni-
tion of the Fraternity and the cancellation of the Cincinnati agree
ment. The following day President Fultz issued the following
statement :

“Owing to the unfair position in which the major league owners
have been placed in the present base ball controversy between owners
and players, the Fraternity has submitted to the owners the following
proposaf: To release all players from their pledges not to sign con-
tracts upon the understanding that the owners will not diseriminate
against Fraternity players or discipline them for their loyalty to the
Fraternity in observing their pledges.”

The American League at its meeting a day later afso passed &
resolution severing all connection with the Fraternity, and the National
Commission at once held a meeting and endorsed the action of the
American League and the National League. There was then left
nothing but unconditional surrender for President Fultz, and he issued
an order absolving all players from their pledges.
