Championship games will be played both morning and 
afternoon by the Detroit Club in Chicago and the Buffalo Club in 
Cleveland, on Decoration Day, nnd the Philadelphia Club in Chica­
go and the Providence Club in Cleveland, on the Fourlh of July. 
The Philadelphia and New York teams will alternate morni11g and 
afternoon in Boston and Providence on Decoration Day. The Bos­
ton and New York Clubs will each play two games on the Fourth 
of July in Boston and Detroit respectively, while another holiday in 
Boston-Bunker Hill Day-will be celebrated by the New York 
and Philadelphia Clubs alternating there in the morning and after· 
noon. The schedules have been so arranged that the American and 
League clubs in New York city and Philadelphia will each have 
only twenty conflicting dates iu the entire championship season, 
eleven in each city being during the month of :May. The Buffalo 
Club will be the greatest sufferer by tliis clashing of dates, four of 
its games in Philadelphia and eight in New York city being arranged 
for the same days as American Ansociation championship contests.
