fECTTION 1.—The ball must weigh not Jess than five nor
more than five and one quarter ounces avoirdupois. Tt must
measure not less than nine inches nor more than nine and one-
quarter inches in circumference. 1t must be composed of in-
dia rubber and yarn, and be covered with lenthier. The quan=
tity of rubber used in the ball <hall be one ounce, and the rub-
ber used shall be vuleanized and in mould form.
